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3. El Barrio Park Improvements

Dave Roger, Community Services Deputy Director, presented the staff report and presented a
PowerPoint Presentation. Mr. Roger introduced the landscape architect, Chris Soltis from Soltis
Landscape. Soltis Landscape was hired by Claremont McKenna College. The College was
required to make improvements to El Barrio Park as mitigation for their development on
Harwood Place.

Chris Soltis, Soltis Landscape, showed the Committee a drawing of the proposed landscape
design that includes a walkway, lighting, and park furniture.

Staff and Mr. Soltis answered questions from the Committee on the timeline of the project and
the design.

Mr. Roger said during the
Summer Concert Series in the park, the lights will stay on until about 10:00 p.m.
